Have You Experienced the
Power of the Cross?

A man went to confession one Sunday
without any preparation: no prayer, no real
examination of conscience, no sense of
contrition and no real desire to change and to
grow. He rattled off the usual list of sins
which he had been using for years. Having
finished saying is standard list of sins, he then
expected the priest to assign to him the usual
standard penance, such as an “Our Father” or
three “Hail Mary’s” and it would be all over.

Instead, the priest being inspired by the Lord,
after a brief pause of silence asked the man a
totally unexpected question. He asked: “Have
you ever personally experienced what it
means to be saved by the power of the
Cross?”

The man did not know what to say. The priest
never asked him questions before! So after a
few moments, being too embarrassed to say
“No” (which was the truth), he lied; he said,
“Well yes, father, yes, | have experienced it.”

The priest, sensing that the man was not
telling the truth, replied, “O, good... So now,
for your penance, | want you to go out into
the church and sit before the icon of Jesus
crucified upon the cross. | want you to spend
some time looking upon that icon, upon Jesus
crucified, His Mother standing below
together with only one faithful disciple who
did not abandon him.

Look at that icon and focus your attention on
as many details as you can. Then after doing
this for about ten minutes, | want you to look
straight at Jesus hanging there on the cross
and say fifteen times, “What you did means
absolutely nothing to me.” “Can you do
that?”



The man replied, “Yes, father, | can do that”
thinking to himself “Well, that’s an unusual
penance.”

So the man left the confession and went out
into the church and sat before the icon of
Jesus crucified on the cross. He examined
every detail of the icon, as the priest had told
him to do. Then after, about five minutes, he
decided to finally say it. He looked at Jesus on
the cross and said: “What

glow of warmth in the house and the joy on
Christmas Eve and on the day of Holy Pascha
after the Easter services, when the whole
family gathered around the table for the holy
meal. Once that sense of peace had come
over him, the man stopped doing his
penance. He just couldn’t say it anymore. He
could not say: “What you did means
absolutely nothing to me” because the words
had become a lie.

He continued staring at
Jesus crucified on the cross
and continued to say the
statement a second and
third time.” | was now
becoming more and more
difficult to say it. As he

The
cross had meant everything
to him.

The man looked at his
watch. Almost two hours
had passed! It sure didn’t
seem like two hours. What
did not pass away, was that
sense of peace and
forgiveness and abiding
love. After that, things
were different. Each time
he would come to church,
to would always spend a
few moments before that

continued to do the

icon of Christ, crucified

penance, the man found
himself sobbing (crying),
tears began to roll down his face and he
could barely get the words out. At one point,
he could even look at the cross. But he
persisted and continued to do the penance.

After the tenth repetition, the man all of a
sudden felt a wave of peace come over him.
That sense of peace reminded him of what he
felt like many years ago when he was a young
boy, when he came to his father crying and
told him that he had broken a window.
Instead of yelling at him, his father embraced
him saying, “Don’t worry. It was an accident.
It’s only a window.” He remembered the

upon the cross. He would
stare at Jesus, and the feelings would stir
anew, as he remembered what Jesus had
done for him; how he had died so that his
sins might be forgiven.

This simple story really summarizes for us the
reason why we celebrate the feast of the
Exaltation of the Holy Cross every year on
September 14.

In the year 326 AD, St. Helen had found the
true cross on which Christ was crucified in an
excavation dig. And from the year 335 AD,
when the Church the of the Holy
Resurrection was built over Calvary and the



holy tomb, and dedicated on September 14,
every year the cross has been lifted up for all
to see and gaze upon it, to venerate it and to
exalt it. To exalt the cross means to grab hold
of it by focusing upon it, to lift it up on high
within our hearts and to allow it to save us.
Many people who look at the cross see only
death. But having experienced the power of
the cross, we look at it and see much more.

When we exalt the cross at the feast
TOMORROW, when we lift it up on high, we
no longer see the suffering, the pain and the
death; but what we see is the victory and the
power of the cross, the resurrection and the
fruit of that sacrifice: the forgiveness of sins,
the gift of the Holy Spirit and a new life and
relationship with God.
