“Then he said, ‘| beg you therefore, father,
that you would send him to my father’s house,
for I have five brothers, that he may testify to
them, lest they also come to this place of
torment. Abraham said to him, ‘They have
Moses and the prophets; let them hear them.’
And he said, ‘No, father Abraham; but if one
goes to them from the dead, they will repent.’
But he said to him, ‘If they do not hear Moses

Monastic Martyr Anastasia of
Rome

The Monastic Martyr Anastasia the Roman lost
her parents when she was three years old, and
was taken to be raised by the Igoumeness of a
women’s monastery, whose name was Sophia, a
nun who had attained a high degree of spiritual
perfection. She raised Anastasia in fervent faith,
in the fear of God, and obedience. After

seventeen years, Anastasia became known as a
great ascetic, and she was very beautiful.

The Emperor Decius (249-251) began his
persecution of Christians at that time. The city
administrator, Probus, followmg the Emperor S

orders, commanded [
that Anastasia be | =
brought to  him. | o, A

Blessed by her
[goumeness to suffer
for Christ, the young
martyr Anastasia
went out to meet the
armed soldiers. Seeing
her youth and beauty,
Probus first tried
flattery to make her
deny Christ.

“Why do you waste your youth deprived of
pleasure?” he asked. "What is to be gained by
enduring tortures and death for the Crucified?
Worship our gods, marry a handsome husband,
and live with glory and honor.”

While Saint Anastasia stood before the ruler,
her mind stood before Christ, and with her
spiritual eyes, she beheld the comeliness of her
Bridegroom. The Saint replied, “My spouse, my
riches, my life and my happiness are my Lord
Jesus Christ, and you cannot turn me away from
Him by your deceit!”

Probus had her stripped of her clothing, in order
to humiliate her. She told him, "You can have me
whipped, beaten, and cut to pieces, and then my
nakedness will be hidden by my wounds, and
my blood will cover my shame."

Probus subjected Anastasia to horrible tortures.
The holy martyr bravely endured all of them,
glorifying and praising God. When she became
thirsty she asked for some water, and a
Christian named Cyril gave her a drink. She
thanked him, but Probus had him beheaded.
Then her tormentors cut off her breasts and
ripped out her tongue, while an Angel held her
upright. When the people witnessed the
inhuman and disgusting treatment the Saint
received, they became indignant, and Probus

T Pomain
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was forced to end the tortures by having her
beheaded. In this manner, Saint Anastasia
received the unfading crown of martyrdom.
Saint Anastasia's body was thrown outside the
city limits to be eaten by wild animals, but the
Lord did not permit her holy relics to be
dishonored. By the instructions of a holy Angel,
Igoumeness Sophia found Saint Anastasia’s
mutilated body. With the help of two Christians,
she buried it in the earth.

Her right tibia with the skin is at Grigoriou
Monastery on Mount Athos, and pieces of her
relics are at the Saint Alexander Nevsky Lavra in
St. Petersburg.

Saint Anastasia the Roman should not be
confused with Saint Anastasia Pharmakolytria,
who is commemorated on December 22.

The Rich Man and Lazarus
Thirst of the World for God and
Thirst of Jesus for Souls

Now is the time for conversion, when we die
it will be too late to convert. That is what the
rich man in Jesus’ parable in today’s Gospel
painfully learned (Luke 16:19-31). How we live
now has consequences for all eternity. There
are riches that last into the next life and there
are riches that are only for now. The rich man in
the parable learned when he died that he only
had the riches that are for now whereas the
poor beggar whom he had ignored possessed
the riches that endure into eternity. The rich
man learned that so much of life which is just

hoopla and show and good image, or bella figura
as the Italians would say, is not real. What is real
is what is in our heart where God sees, our love
of God and neighbor. I wonder if the rich man
were really happy. | wonder if all that feasting
every day was just his way of running from the
pain of emptiness in his life. Perhaps he even
knew he really was poor inside - had nothing -
and his feasting was just comfort eating. When
he died, in an instant everything became
painfully clear.

The poor man is the only one in the parable
- in fact the only one in all of Jesus’ parables - to
have been given a name by Jesus. This means he
was a really special person. We know that in
Scripture your name is important because it
says something about you. Lazarus’ name is
therefore very important, it speaks of God’s
special love and care for him. His name Lazarus
means “God has helped” and indeed when he
died we see him at peace with God. He had
nothing all his life excerpt deprivation and want
and rejection. However in the midst of all that
discomfort God sent him a small consolation,
dogs came and licked him! No matter how bad
things get, God sends us his consolations for us
to remember! Lazarus is the one in the parable
who possesses true riches even though he has
nothing. Because he has true riches even though
he has nothing, he is not running from
emptiness or pain inside or trying to dull it in an
immature way like the rich man. He is a happy
person because really, he has God in his heart
and so he goes to be with God in the next life.

In the next life the rich man sees that he has
wasted his life and wants his five brothers
warned not to waste their lives like he did
because now is the time for conversion and
when we die it will be too late. But in the next
life Abraham says to the rich man they already
have Moses and the prophets, in other words
they already have the Torah and the Prophets,
they already have the Sacred Scriptures, the
word of God. If they will not listen to the Torah
or the prophets, they will not listen to someone
who rises from the dead. Jesus did rise from the
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dead to prove to all those who live like the rich
man'’s brothers that there is a better way to live
and that how we live now has consequences for
eternity. In the parable Abraham would not
send Lazarus to even put a drop of water on the
tongue of the rich man in the underworld. Jesus
rose from the dead because he did not want
people to suffer that thirst of the rich man for
eternity in the nextlife. Jesus rose from the dead
so that we might live for him because Jesus too
was thirsty, thirsty for us. As he died on the
cross Jesus was dehydrated and said, “I thirst.”
But Jesus had a deeper thirst as he died on the
cross, his thirst for the souls of everyone.
Lazarus was hungry on earth, the rich man was
thirsty in the flames of the next life, and Jesus
thirsts for both of them, and thirsts for
everyone.

It is because of Jesus’ thirst for the souls of
everyone that he calls you to consider becoming
his priests. You have Moses and the prophets,
you have the word of God. During every Mass
you encounter Jesus risen from the dead. Most
of us here don’t have much money and you don’t
expect to become rich because for the rest of
your life your monthly salary will be just
enough to cover all your needs but you have
true riches, the word of God and Jesus risen
from the dead. The world is desperate for these
riches because the world is hungry and thirsty
for God even though it doesn’t realize it or want
to admit it. Like the rich man, the world is trying
to dull the pain of its distance from God and its
emptiness with hoopla and distractions. Just as
the rich man in the next life asked for Lazarus to
be sent to him and then asked for Lazarus to be
sent to his brothers, the world is in desperate
need of your true riches of the word of God and
Jesus risen from the dead. In the second reading
today (1 Tim 6:11-16), Paul, who had ordained
Timothy, reminded Timothy of the riches he
had to offer the world. Like Timothy ordained
by Paul, you too will have riches to offer the
world that it so desperately needs. You have
riches to offer the world, reminding the world
that Jesus is thirsting for the soul of everyone,

that now is the time to convert because when
we die it will be too late to convert.
