And out of pity for 
him, the lord of that slave released him and 
forgave him the debt. But that same slave, 
as he went out, came upon one of his fellow 
slaves who owed him a hundred denarii;

what you owe.’ Then his fellow slave fell 
down and pleaded with him, ‘Have patience 
with me, and I will pay you.’ But he refused; 
then he went and threw him into prison 
until he would pay the debt. When his 
fellow slaves saw what had happened, they 
were greatly distressed, and they went and 
reported to their lord all that had taken 
place. Then his lord summoned him and 
said to him, ‘You wicked slave! I forgave you 
all that debt because you pleaded with 
me. Should you not have had mercy on your 
fellow slave, as I had mercy on you?’ And in 
anger his lord handed him over to be 
tortured until he would pay his entire 
debt. So my heavenly Father will also do to 
every one of you, if you do not forgive your 
brother or sister from your heart.”

Forgiveness and Healing of the 

Soul: Eleventh Sunday 
Fr. Philip LeMasters  
 Sometimes the truth has to come to us in an 
unusual way in order to get our attention.   That 

is because most of us are really good at hearing 
only what we want to hear and seeing only 
what we want to see.  Unfortunately, that 
means we are skilled in ignoring 
uncomfortable truths, including the simple 
teaching of our Lord that we must forgive 
others if we want God to forgive us.  In today’s 
gospel text, Jesus Christ spoke a very 
disturbing parable that should make that truth 
clear to us all. 
 A servant owed his ruler more money than 
he could possibly earn in his entire life.  When 
he could not pay, the master was ready to sell 
him and his entire family in order to cover the 
debt.  But the servant begged for more time to 
pay, and the master showed mercy even 
beyond his request.  He actually forgave the 
huge debt; the man then owed nothing and he 
and his family were safe from punishment of 
any kind. This was an unbelievably good turn 
of events for the servant and his family. 
 Then that same servant found another 
servant who owed him a much smaller sum of 
money.  Since the second man did not have 
enough to pay the debt, the first servant had 
him put in prison until he could pay.  He 
refused to show him even a small measure of 
mercy or patience. When the king heard about 
it, he was enraged that the man to whom he 
had forgiven so much would be so cruel to his 
fellow servant.  So the king put the first servant 
in prison until he could pay all that he owed.  
The Lord ended this parable with the harsh 
warning: “So My heavenly Father also will do 
to you if each of you, from his heart, does not 
forgive his brother his trespasses.” 
 This parable gets our attention because we 
all find it hard to forgive at least some of the 
people who have wronged or offended us in 
the course of our lives. Regardless of whether 
the wrongs occurred days, years, or decades 
ago, it is difficult to forgive. At times we 
actually enjoy holding grudges against others; 
maybe it serves our pride to think that we are 
better than those who have wronged us, and 
thus justified in looking down on them. We 
sometimes hate our tendency to remember past 
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offenses, but unpleasant memories can play 
over and over in our minds, inflame our 
passions, and make us feel powerless against 
them. 
 Like everything else in the Christian life, 
forgiveness is a process of healing as we 
participate more fully in the life of Christ by 
the power of the Holy Spirit.  Notice that the 
Lord concluded the parable by saying that we 
must forgive others from our hearts, from the 
depths of our souls.  Though it is a necessary 
and important first step, simply putting on a 
good face and not striking back is just the 
beginning of the journey.  Our goal is not only 
to be a bit better at self-control, but to be fully 
reconciled with our neighbors, to be so filled 
with love that we forgive and forget, and show 
them the same mercy that the Lord has shown 
us with a pure and whole heart.  When we 
realize how far we are from fulfilling that high 
goal, our need for His mercy should become 
all the more clear. 
 Even as we always want God to forgive us 
when we sin, there is no limit to the forgiving, 
reconciling love that He calls us to give our 
enemies.  When St. Peter asked how many 
times he was to forgive his brother who sinned 
against him, maybe seven times, Christ said, 
no, ‘seventy times seven.” (Matt. 18:22) In 
other words, we should always forgive; there 
is never a point where the Christian becomes 
justified in judging, condemning, and refusing 
to show mercy. We are instead to be perfect as 
our Heavenly Father is perfect in His 
providential love, care, and blessing for the 
just and the unjust. (Matt. 5:48) 
 None of us is anywhere near fulfilling that 
divine calling, but we must not give up and 
despair about our struggle to forgive others.  
Instead, we must remember that to be a 
Christian means to participate personally in 
the life of the Holy Trinity by grace.  Jesus 
Christ brings us into eternal life such that we 
share in His victory over sin and death.  
Already in this life, in the world as we know 
it, the holiness, mercy, and love of the Lord 
must become active in us, must become 

characteristic of us as unique persons as we 
find greater healing for our souls. 
 The more we participate in Him, the more 
we will extend His forgiveness to those who 
have wronged us.  If we refuse to do so, 
however, we refuse Christ and reject His 
mercy.  And when we refuse Him, we 
condemn only ourselves. 
 In moments of anger and pain, it is usually 
much easier to judge, hate, and condemn than 
to love and forgive.  Ever since the fall of 
Adam and Eve, we humans have distorted our 
relationships with one another, allowing fear, 
judgment, and insecurity to divide us.  Early in 
the book of Genesis, their descendent Lamech 
brags that he will avenge himself seventy-
seven fold. (Gen. 4:24) In other words, he was 
like a bloodthirsty gangster who never showed 
mercy to anyone.  We are not that far gone, but 
we probably do find it beyond our present 
strength to forgive seventy times seven as 
Christ forgives us. 
 Like any other area of weakness in the 
Christian life, our struggle to forgive must 
begin with a sincere confession that we hold a 
grudge against someone else. So we must ask 
for God’s forgiveness and help in being 
healed.  We must also pray for those who have 
offended us, asking God’s blessings on them.  
And when we are tempted to remember what 
they have done or to judge them, we must 
immediately turn our attention to the Jesus 
Prayer and remembrance of our own need for 
forgiveness from the Lord, and from those 
whom we have offended throughout the course 
of our lives.  We are not the blameless judges 
of others, but those who stand in constant need 
of grace, mercy, and healing together with 
those who have wronged us. 
 It is a long struggle, but if we consistently 
turn away from unholy thoughts, they will lose 
their power over us.  “Resist the devil and he 
will flee from you.” (James 4:7) The less 
attention we give to our temptations, the more 
they will diminish.  The challenge is harder if 
the others involved in these relationships 
continue offending us.  But remember what the 



one who told us to forgive seventy times seven 
said from the cross, “Father, forgive them for 
they know not what they do.” (Luke 23:34) 
There is no limit to the forgiving love of Jesus 
Christ.  And if we are in Him, there can be no 
limit on our forgiveness either.  We who want 
His mercy must show it to others.  Otherwise, 
we reject Him and condemn ourselves. 
 Every human being bears the image of God, 
including our enemies.   In that we have done 
something harmful to anyone, we have done it 
to the Lord. Remember the words of St. John: 
“If someone says, ‘I love God,’ and hates his 
brother, he is a liar” (1 John 4:20). It is only by 
the power of the Holy Spirit in our hearts and 
souls that we will be able to live out our love 
of God in relation to every human being we 
encounter. 
 The more we share in His life, the more His 
mercy will become characteristic of us in 
relation to our enemies.  We fool only 
ourselves by thinking that we may accept His 
forgiveness without also showing that same 
forgiveness to our neighbors.  If we do that, we 
will become the hypocritical judges of others, 
like the servant in today’s parable who shut 
himself out of his master’s mercy.  Whether 
we acknowledge it or not, that is who we risk 
becoming every time that we refuse to extend 
the great forgiveness that we have received in 
Jesus Christ to those who have wronged us.  
So, let us all convey our Lord’s mercy to our 
enemies, for that is how we open ourselves to 
the grace that we all desperately need for the 
healing of our souls.

7 Holy Youths “Seven 
Sleepers” of Ephesus 
Commemorated on August 4 
Troparion & Kontakion 
The Seven Youths of Ephesus: Maximilian, 
Iamblicus, Martinian, John, Dionysius, 
Exacustodianus (Constantine) and Antoninus, 
lived in the third century. Saint Maximilian 
was the son of the Ephesus city administrator, 
and the other six youths were sons of 
illustrious citizens of Ephesus. The youths 

were friends from childhood, and all were in 
military service together. 
When the emperor Decius (249-251) arrived in 
Ephesus, he commanded all the citizens to 
offer sacrifice to the pagan gods. Torture and 
death awaited anyone who disobeyed. The 
seven youths were denounced by informants, 
and were summoned to reply to the charges. 
Appearing before the emperor, the young men 
confessed their faith in Christ. 
Their military belts and insignia were quickly 
taken from them. Decius permitted them to go 
free, however, hoping that they would change 
their minds while he was off on a military 
campaign. The youths fled from the city and 
hid in a cave on Mount Ochlon, where they 
passed their time in prayer, preparing for 
martyrdom. 
The youngest of them, Saint Iamblicus, 
dressed as a beggar and went into the city to 
buy bread. On one of his excursions into the 
city, he heard that the emperor had returned 
and was looking for them. Saint Maximilian 
urged his companions to come out of the cave 
and present themselves for trial. 
Learning where the young men were hidden, 
the emperor ordered that the entrance of the 
cave be sealed with stones so that the saints 
would perish from hunger and thirst. Two of 
the dignitaries at the blocked entrance to the 
cave were secret Christians. Desiring to 
preserve the memory of the saints, they placed 
in the cave a sealed container containing two 
metal plaques. On them were inscribed the 
names of the seven youths and the details of 
their suffering and death. 
The Lord placed the youths into a miraculous 
sleep lasting almost two centuries. In the 
meantime, the persecutions against Christians 
had ceased. During the reign of the holy 
emperor Theodosius the Younger (408-450) 
there were heretics who denied that there 
would be a general resurrection of the dead at 
the Second Coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
Some of them said, “How can there be a 
resurrection of the dead when there will be 
neither soul nor body, since they are 
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disintegrated?” Others affirmed, “The souls 
alone will have a restoration, since it would be 
impossible for bodies to arise and live after a 
thousand years, when even their dust would 
not remain.” Therefore, the Lord revealed the 
mystery of the Resurrection of the Dead and of 
the future life through His seven saints. 
The owner of the land on which Mount Ochlon 
was situated, discovered 
the stone construction, and 
his workers opened up the 
entrance to the cave. The 
Lord had kept the youths 
alive, and they awoke from 
their sleep, unaware that 
almost two hundred years 
had passed. Their bodies 
and clothing were 
completely undecayed. 
Preparing to accept 
torture, the youths once 
again asked Saint 
Iamblicus to buy bread for 
them in the city. Going 
toward the city, the youth 
was astonished to see a 
cross on the gates. Hearing the name of Jesus 
Christ freely spoken, he began to doubt that he 
was approaching his own city. 
When he paid for the bread, Iamblicus gave the 
merchant coins with the image of the emperor 
Decius on it. He was detained, as someone 
who might be concealing a horde of old 
money. They took Saint Iamblicus to the city 
administrator, who also happened to be the 
Bishop of Ephesus. Hearing the bewildering 
answers of the young man, the bishop 
perceived that God was revealing some sort of 
mystery through him, and went with other 
people to the cave. 
At the entrance to the cave the bishop found 
the sealed container and opened it. He read 
upon the metal plaques the names of the seven 
youths and the details of the sealing of the cave 
on the orders of the emperor Decius. Going 
into the cave and seeing the saints alive, 
everyone rejoiced and perceived that the Lord, 

by waking them from their long sleep, was 
demonstrating to the Church the mystery of 
the Resurrection of the Dead. 
Soon the emperor himself arrived in Ephesus 
and spoke with the young men in the cave. 
Then the holy youths, in sight of everyone, lay 
their heads upon the ground and fell asleep 
again, this time until the General Resurrection. 

The emperor wanted to 
place each of the youths 
into a jeweled coffin, but 
they appeared to him in a 
dream and said that their 
bodies were to be left upon 
the ground in the cave. In 
the twelfth century the 
Russian pilgrim Igumen 
Daniel saw the holy relics 
of the seven youths in the 
cave. 
There is a second 
commemoration of the 
seven youths on October 
22. According to one 
tradition, which entered 
into the 

Russian Prologue (of Saints’ Lives), the 
youths fell asleep for the second time on this 
day. The Greek Menaion of 1870 says that 
they first fell asleep on August 4, and woke up 
on October 22. 
There is a prayer of the Seven Sleepers of 
Ephesus in the Great Book of Needs (Trebnik) 
for those who are ill and cannot sleep. The 
Seven Sleepers are also mentioned in the 
service for the Church New Year, September 
1.

Притча про немилосердного 
боржника. 
Євангельська притча, яку ми з вами щойно 
почули зображає з однієї сторони 
безмежне милосердя Господа Бога, по-
якому Він тільки за одне сердечне 
розкаяння та зітхання, за одне слово 
молитви прощає нам всі наші борги, всі 
зневаги, якими ми образили Його, а з 
другої сторони показує крайню людську 
жорстокість, через яку один чоловік не 
дивиться на плач та просьбу свого 
співбрата, який заборгував йому, і готовий 
був за не виплачений борг принизити його 
гідність і зруйнувати назавжди його 
життя.Великий борг, про який повідомляє 
нам Євангеліє, напевно не був в наслідок 
витрати на родину чи дім. Можливо цей 
слуга витратив на якісь фінансові проекти, 
які не принесли йому зиску. Величина 
боргу свідчить про високе положення в 
оточені царя, бо напевно що такої суми не 
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може отримати будь-яка особа. Бачимо, 
що цей слуга мав не тільки ці таланти (тобто 
гроші), а й велику свободу ними 
розпоряджатись. Ось чуємо з Євангелія на 
момент підрахунку, стало очевидним те, 
що слуга не правильно розпоряджувався 
коштами, а головно довірою свого 
господаря. Замість очікуваних прибутків – 
повне фіаско. Борги настільки великі, що 
чоловік не мав можливості їх повернути. 
Подібно є і в духовному житті. 
Людина у відношенні до Бога також 
зловживає довірою, яку отримала від 
Нього. Тому коли людина не розважливо 
живе, розраховує тільки на власні сили, 
тоді перед Богом та вічністю, вона 
знаходиться в такій же скрутній ситуації, як 
і євангельський немилосердний боржник.В 
даному випадку бачачи своє безвихідне 
становище, слуга випрошує прощення, 
хоча вже за мить готовий вбити свого 
боржника. Бачимо Господь Бог не 
торгується з людиною, а навпаки 
обдаровує її. Обдаровує Господь не по її 
заслугам, але з великої любові до нас. 
Однак і ми як наш горе-герой навіть при 
очевидному плачевному результаті не 
упокорюємось, не бажаємо залишити все, 
що може нас відштовхувати від Свого 
Творця і Господаря душ і тіл.Побачивши 
свого боржника слуга розлютився і 
відтворив свій гнів на бідоласі. Не знаємо 
чим би вся ця історія закінчилась, але якби 
не реакція інших мешканців цього міста, 
їхнє втручання, напевно не було би в 
такому спілкуванні голлівудського 
закінчення.Ця розповідь навчає, що 
немилість Божа може проявлятись до 
людини виключно в тому випадку, коли ми 
самі є не милостиві, коли не прощаємо 
ближнім своїм, тоді і ми можемо не 
розраховувати на Його прощення. – «Коли 
ви прощатимете людям їхні провини, то й 
Отець ваш небесний простить вам. А коли 
ви не будете прощати людям, то й Отець 
ваш небесний не простить вам провин 
ваших.» Мт.6.14-15Чому ми, дорогі в 

Христі, не можемо бути милостивими до 
своїх ближніх та прощати їм їхні гріхи 
вчинені проти нас, коли Сам Отець наш 
Небесний любить всіх нас? Не один уривок 
св..Євангелія дає на це питання вичерпну 
відповідь : Лк.6.35, Мт.5.45… Напевно 
підсумовуючи вище згадане запитання, 
можемо стверджувати, що ми не маємо 
любові до свого ближнього, а відтак 
потрібно нам цього навчитись.Себе ставить 
Господь Ісус Христос в приклад людині, 
щоб ми краще розуміли чого Він від нас 
вимагає : « що зробите одному із братів 
Моїх менших це ви мені зробили» 
Мт.25.40.45 Він любить всіх нас і не 
соромиться називати нас своїми братами,

не можна порахувати і належно оцінити 
людині, бо вони є дуже великі. Звичайно

хотіли з усього щиро каятись. Цією притчею 
Ісус Христос вчить нас, що коли ми з вами 
будемо прощати, то і Він не забариться, а 
теж простить нам.Не дарма преподобний 
Ніл Мироточивийназиває злопам’ятство 
«печаттю антихриста сьогодні». 
Сучасній людині є важко собі уявити як це 
можна своєму кривдникові пробачити. 
Преподобний Ніл пропонує щоб кожен із 
нас розважаючи над почутим уривком 
Євангелія запитав себе чи ми усі з вами 



зможемо оправдатися на страшному суді з 
того, що ми всі є переповненні нечистої 
неприязні та злопам’ятства?Тому давайте 
будемо ради свого спасіння від усього 
серця прощати наших боржників. Будемо 
радіти, що в нас є боржники, бо саме 
прощаючи їм їхні борги, ми можемо 
доказати Господу, наскільки для нас є 
цінним і дорогим Його прощення.Ще 
більше будемо радіти з того, що Господь 
Бог нам грішним прощає дуже багато, а те 
що ми можемо пробачити комусь є так 
мало.Від щирого серця зичу вам дорогі в 
Христі, щоб всі ми виправились у 
духовному житті, щоб тоді про кожного з 
вас могли ваші ближні сказати словами 
царя Давида : «Блажен, кому простилось 
беззаконня, кому гріх покрито, блажен той, 
кому Бог вини не залічить, і в кого на душі 
нема лукавства». Пс.31.1-2. Амінь.
