At that time, the chief priests and the police saw 
him, they shouted, “Crucify him! Crucify him!” 
Pilate said to them, “Take him yourselves and 
crucify him; I find no case against him.” The Jews 
answered him, “We have a law, and according 
to that law he ought to die because he has 
claimed to be the Son of God.” Now when Pilate 
heard this, he was more afraid than ever. He 
entered his headquarters again and asked Jesus, 
“Where are you from?” But Jesus gave him no 
answer. Pilate therefore said to him, “Do you 
refuse to speak to me? Do you not know that I 
have power to release you, and power to crucify 
you?” Jesus answered him, “You would have no 
power over me unless it had been given you 
from above; therefore the one who handed me 
over to you is guilty of a greater sin.”  When 
Pilate heard these words, he brought Jesus 
outside and sat on the judge’s bench at a place 
called The Stone Pavement, or in Hebrew 
Gabbatha. Now it was the day of Preparation for 
the Passover; and it was about noon. He said to 
the Jews, “Here is your King!” They cried out, 
“Away with him! Away with him! Crucify him!” 
Pilate asked them, “Shall I crucify your King?” 
The chief priests answered, “We have no king 
but the emperor.” Then he handed him over to 
them to be crucified. So they took Jesus; and 
carrying the cross by himself, he went out to 
what is called The Place of the Skull, which in 
Hebrew is called Golgotha. There they crucified 
him, and with him two others, one on either 
side, with Jesus between them. Pilate also had 
an inscription written and put on the cross. It 
read, “Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” 
Many of the Jews read this inscription, because 
the place where Jesus was crucified was near 
the city; and it was written in Hebrew, in Latin, 
and in Greek.  And that is what the soldiers did. 
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Meanwhile, standing near the cross of Jesus 
were his mother, and his mother’s sister, Mary 
the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. When 
Jesus saw his mother and the disciple whom he 
loved standing beside her, he said to his mother, 
“Woman, here is your son.” Then he said to the 
disciple, “Here is your mother.” And from that 
hour the disciple took her into his own home. 
After this, when Jesus knew that all was now 
finished, he said (in order to fulfill the scripture), 
“I am thirsty.”  When Jesus had received the 
wine, he said, “It is finished.” Then he bowed his 
head and gave up his spirit. Since it was the day 
of Preparation, the Jews did not want the bodies 
left on the cross during the sabbath, especially 
because that sabbath was a day of great 
solemnity. So they asked Pilate to have the legs 
of the crucified men broken and the bodies 
removed. Then the soldiers came and broke the 
legs of the first and of the other who had been 
crucified with him. But when they came to Jesus 
and saw that he was already dead, they did not 
break his legs. Instead, one of the soldiers 
pierced his side with a spear, and at once blood 
and water came out. (He who saw this has 
testified so that you also may believe. His 
testimony is true, and he knows that he tells the 
truth.)

ELEVATION OF THE CROSS  
The Feast of the Elevation of the Holy Cross 
celebrates not one, but two important (but very 
much related) events in the history of the 
Church. In this feast, we celebrate both the 
finding of the Cross by St. Helena in 326 and the 
return of the Cross to Constantinople (and then 
on to Jerusalem) in 628. 
The pagan Roman Emperors tried to obliterate 
the holy places where our Lord Jesus Christ 
suffered and rose from the dead, so that they 

would be forgotten. Emperor Hadrian (117-138) 
ordered that Golgotha and the Lord’s Sepulchre 
be buried, and that a temple in honor of the 
pagan “goddess” Venus and a statue of Jupiter 
be placed there. 

Pagans gathered at this place and offered 
sacrifice to idols. Eventually, by Divine 
Providence, the Christian holy places, the 
Sepulchre of the Lord, and the Life-giving Cross, 
were discovered and opened for veneration. 
This took place under Emperor Constantine the 
Great (306-337) after his victory over Maxentius 
(in 312), who ruled the Western part of the 
Roman Empire, and over Licinius, the ruler of its 
Eastern part. In the year 323 Constantine 
became the sole ruler of the vast Roman 
Empire. 

In 313 Saint Constantine issued the Edict of 
Milan, by which Christianity was legalized and 
persecutions against Christians in the Western 
half of the Empire were stopped. Although 
Licinius had signed the Edict of Milan in order to 
oblige Constantine, he continued his cruel 
persecutions against Christians. Only after his 
conclusive defeat did the Edict of Milan extend 
also to the Eastern part of the Empire. The Holy 
Equal of the Apostles Emperor Constantine, 
triumphing over his enemies in three wars, with 
God’s assistance, had seen the Sign of the Cross 
in the heavens. Written beneath were the 
words: “By this you shall conquer.”  

Ardently desiring to find the Cross upon which 
our Lord Jesus Christ was crucified, Saint 
Constantine sent his mother, the pious Empress 
Helen (May 21), to Jerusalem, providing her 
with a letter to Saint Makarios, the Patriarch of 
Jerusalem. Saint Helen journeyed to the holy 
places connected with the earthly life of the 
Savior, building more than 80 churches, at 
Bethlehem the birthplace of Christ, and on the 
Mount of Olives where the Lord ascended to 
Heaven, and at Gethsemane where the Savior 
prayed before His sufferings, and where the 
Mother of God was buried after her Dormition.

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Although the holy Empress Helen was no longer 
young, she set about completing the task with 
enthusiasm. In her search for the Life-giving 
Cross, she questioned both Christians and Jews, 
but for a long time her search remained 
unsuccessful. Finally, she was directed to a 
certain elderly Jew named Jude who stated that 
the Cross was buried beneath the temple of 
Venus. They demolished the pagan temple and, 
after praying, they began to excavate the 
ground. Soon the Lord’s Tomb was uncovered. 
Not far from it were three crosses, and a board 
with the inscription ordered by Pilate, and four 
nails which had pierced the Lord’s Body (March 
6). In order to discover on which of the three 
crosses the Savior had been crucified, Patriarch 
Makarios alternately touched the crosses to a 
corpse. When the Cross of the Lord touched the 
dead man, he was restored to life. After 
witnessing the raising of the dead man, 
everyone was convinced that the Life-giving 
Cross had been found. Christians came in a huge 
crowds to venerate the Holy Cross, beseeching 
Saint Makarios to lift the Cross, so that those far 
off could see it. Then the Patriarch and other 
spiritual leaders lifted the Holy Cross, and the 
people prostrated themselves before the 
Honorable Wood, saying “Lord have mercy.” 
This solemn event occurred in 326. 

During the discovery of the Life-giving Cross 
another miracle took place: a woman who was 
close to death was healed by the shadow of the 
Holy Cross. The elderly Jude (October 28) and 
other Jews believed in Christ and were baptized. 
Jude was given the name Kyriakos, and later he 
was consecrated as the Bishop of Jerusalem. He 
suffered a martyr’s death for Christ during the 
reign of Emperor Julian the Apostate (361-363). 

Saint Helen took part of the Life-giving Wood 
and nails with her to Constantinople. Saint 
Constantine ordered a majestic and spacious 
church to built at Jerusalem in honor of the 
Resurrection of Christ, also including under its 
roof the Life-giving Tomb of the Lord and 
Golgotha. The church was built in ten years. 
Saint Helen did not survive until the dedication 

of the church, she reposed in the year 327. The 
church was consecrated on September 13, 335. 
On the following day, September 14, the festal 
celebration of the Exaltation of the Honorable 
and Life-giving Cross was established. 

Another event connected to the Cross of the 
Lord is remembered also on this day: its return 
to Jerusalem from Persia. During the reign of 
the Byzantine Emperor Phokas (602-610) the 
Persian king Khozróēs II attacked 
Constantinople defeated the Byzantine army, 
plundered Jerusalem, capturing both the Life-
giving Cross of the Lord and the Holy Patriarch 
Zachariah (609-633). The Cross remained in 
Persia for fourteen years, and only under 
Emperor Herakleios (610-641), who defeated 
Khozróēs and concluded peace with his 
successor and son Syroes, was the Lord’s Cross 
returned to the Christians in 628. 

With great solemnity, the Life-giving Cross was 
transferred to Jerusalem. Emperor Herakleios, 
wearing a crown and his royal purple garments, 
carried the Cross of Christ. The emperor was 
accompanied by Patriarch Zachariah. At the 
gates by which they ascended Golgotha, the 
emperor stopped suddenly and was unable to 
proceed. The holy patriarch explained to the 
emperor that an angel of the Lord was blocking 
his way. Herakleios was told to remove his royal 
trappings and to walk barefoot, since He Who 
bore the Cross for the salvation of the world had 
made His way to Golgotha in all humility. Then 
Herakleios donned plain clothes, and without 
further hindrance, carried the Cross of Christ 
into the church. 

The populace demanded to see and venerate 
the Cross, and accordingly it was solemnly 
elevated for all to see and reverence. Emperor 
Herakleios took a part of the sacred wood back 
to Constantinople with him. Even from the time 
of the finding of the cross by the Empress 
Helena, small bits of the wood were sent all over 
the world as most sacred relics, and the part 
which remained, although large, was still 
portable. The ceremony of the Elevation as 
performed in Church is a patriotic one, with 
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prayers for the rulers and their people, for 
Church and State, and for their establishment 
and preservation, as we see in the apolytikion of 
the feast. Below is a more faithful translation of 
the original Greek: 

“O Lord, save thy people and bless thine 
inheritance. To our rulers, grant victories over 
the barbarians. And by thy Cross, protect thine 
own estate.” 

It is apt that the feast of the Cross is always a 
strict fast. This paradox is striking, but it 
accentuates the understanding our spiritual 
ancestors had that victory comes hard, and that 
nothing good is achieved without sacrifice. In a 
sermon on the Elevation of the Cross, Saint 
Andrew of Crete (July 4) says: ‘The Cross is 
exalted, and everything true is gathered 
together. the Cross is exalted, and the city 
makes solemn, and the people celebrate the 
feast.’” 

The Great Vespers service is celebrated the 
evening before, on September 13, followed by 
Orthros/Matins and Divine Liturgy the next 
morning on September 14. When the Elevation 
service takes place is dependent on the parish, 
but is typically celebrated at the end of Divine 
Liturgy. This service is where the priest will raise 
and lower the Cross in the four cardinal 
directions, symbolizing its reach to the whole 
world. At the same time, “Lord have mercy” is 
chanted 100 times for each direction. Also at 
the end of Divine Liturgy, and after the Elevation 
(if done at the end of Liturgy) there will be a 
procession. The priest will place the Cross on a 
decorated tray, usually with basil or flowers, 
and will process with it around the church. This 
is mostly done within the walls of the church, 
but some churches may take the procession to 
around the outside of the church. At the 
conclusion of the service, the congregation will 
be able to come forward to venerate the Holy 
Cross. This is typically chanted for the duration 
of the procession: “Before Thy Cross, we bow 
down in worship, O Master, and Thy Holy 
Resurrection we glorify.” In many churches, you 
will receive sprigs of basil at the conclusion of 

the services. Many plant and grow the basil well 
before this feast day to prepare. This is known 
to be tradition, as St. Helena found the Cross 
under flowering basil plants.

Сина Божого зробив.» Як почув те слово 
Пилат, стривожився ще дужче. Повернувся 
він ще раз у Преторію та й каже Ісусові: 
«Звідкіля ти?» Не дав же йому Ісус одвіту. «Зо 
мною не розмовляєш, – каже йому Пилат, – 
чи не знаєш, що в мене влада відпустити тебе 
і влада розіп’ясти тебе?» І відрік Ісус: «Не мав 
би ти надо мною ніякої влади, якби тобі не 
було дано згори. Через те на отому, хто мене 
тобі видав, більший гріх.» Тож зачувши ті 
слова, вивів Пилат Ісуса і сів на судівське 
сидіння, на місці, яке має назву Літостротон, 
а по-єврейському – Гаввата. А був то день, 
коли споготовлювали Пасху, близько шостої 
години. І каже до юдеїв: «Ось цар ваш.» Ті ж 
закричали: «Геть! Геть! Розіпни його!» А 
Пилат їм: «Маю я вашого царя розіп’ясти?» І 
відповіли первосвященики: «Нема в нас 
царя, тільки кесар!» І тоді видав він його їм на 
розп’яття. І забрали вони Ісуса; і, несучи для 
себе хрест, вийшов він на місце, зване Череп, 
а по-єврейськи Голгота, де його і розіп’яли, а 
з ним двох інших: по одному з кожного боку, 
Ісуса ж – посередині. Пилат же звелів 
написати напис і на хресті його примістити. 
Написано було: «Ісус Назарянин Цар 

Юдейський.» Багато з юдеїв читали той 
напис, місце бо, де розп’ято Ісуса, було 
близько міста. Написано ж напис було по-
єврейському, по-грецькому і по-римському. 
А при хресті Ісусовім стояли його мати, сестра 
його матері, Марія Клеопова та Марія 
Магдалина. Бачивши Ісус матір і біля неї учня, 
що стояв, – а його ж любив він, – мовить до 
матері: «Жінко, ось син твій.» А тоді й до учня 
мовить: «Ось матір твоя.» І від тієї хвилі учень 
узяв її до себе. А по тому Ісус, знавши, що все 
вже довершилося, щоб здійснилось Писання, 
промовив: «Спраглий я!» І, скоштувавши 
оцту, вимовив Ісус: «Звершилось»; і 
схиливши голову, віддав духа. 
Через те, що це була п’ятниця, отже, щоб не 
залишилися в суботу тіла на хресті, – бо був 
Великдень тієї суботи, – то юдеї попросили 
Пилата, щоби переламали їм голінки й 
познімали з хреста. Отож вояки прийшли і 
переламали першому голінки і другому, який 
був з ним розіп’ятий. Та коли підступили до 
Ісуса й побачили, що він уже мертвий, то 
голінок не перебивали йому, лиш один з 
вояків проколов йому списом бік. І потекла 
негайно ж кров – і вода. І той, який бачив, 
свідчить те, і правдиве свідчення його; і він 
знає, що говорить правду – щоб ви теж 
увірували.
