UNDERSTANDING THE TRUE
NATURE OF “SPEAKING IN
TONGUES”

Ever since 1906 Azusa Street Revival in Los
Angeles, from which the current Pentecostal
and charismatic movements flow, speaking in
tongues has been the subject of controversy.
Some of the confusion concerns the nature of
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the gift. One idea is that tongues is a mode of
utterance that can be understood by anyone
regardless of his native language. Another is
that tongues are a “private prayer language”
that is uniquely created by the Holy Spirit for
each tongues-speaker.

Neither idea is correct, and both stem from a
failure to appreciate what the word “tongues”
means. Contemporary English speakers often
look on the term as if it were mysterious and
hard to understand. It’s not. When discussing
speech, “tongues” has a simple and established
meaning. It just means “languages.” Obviously,
the word tongue can refer to the physical organ
in our mouths. This organ is part of human
anatomy, and every language has a word for it.
But because of the association the tongue has
with our power of speech, the tongue is
invariably used as a metaphor for the manner of
speech. Thus in almost every language the word
for tongue is the same as the word for language.
We speak of “the Spanish tongue,” “the French
tongue,” and so forth. Over time, this usage
became less common in English, and the word
“language” has become dominant. That is why
the term “tongues” can sound mysterious. We
don’t use it to refer to languages most of the
time anymore. Today, for English speakers,
“tongue” more often will bring to mind the
physical organ rather than the idea of a
language.

Confusion is also caused by the fact that English
Bibles switch back and forth between “tongue”
and “language,” even though they are
translating the single Greek word glossa. It
would be clearer if they were consistent in using
the term “language,” allowing us to talk about
the gift of languages and to read in our Bibles of
the apostles and the early Christians speaking in
languages. By keeping in mind that this is what
Scripture means, we more easily can

understand what “tongues” is. It is an
supernatural endowment by which one is able
to speak in another language. One may not
understand what one is saying (Paul suggests
that people should pray to be able to interpret
what is said in tongues; 1 Cor. 14:13-14). The
content of one’s speech is determined by the
Holy Spirit (Acts 2:4), so one’s own
understanding is not essential, as it is in normal
speech. This corrects the first misunderstanding
of the gift: If tongues could be understood by all
listeners, no matter what language they spoke,
then Paul would not exhort people to pray for
the gift of interpretation.

The second misunderstanding of the gift-that
tongues is a spontaneous, Spirit-created
“private prayer language”—is rebuffed by the
text of Scripture. As the multinational crowd
gathered on the day of Pentecost showed, the
languages in which the apostles spoke were real
human languages that could be understood by
anyone who spoke them (Acts 2:11). This has
prompted some Pentecostals and charismatics
to assert that the gift of tongues in Acts is
different from the gift of tongues mentioned by
Paul, but there is no basis for that. The claim
would appear to be rooted in many
Pentecostals’ and charismatics’ awareness that
what they are speaking in is not a real language
(not to say that the gift of tongues doesn’t
occur; it does, just not as frequently as some
claim). Paul nowhere hints that the
phenomenon he refers to as “speaking in
languages” (Greek, “glossais lalon”, from which
we get “glossalalia”) is different from the
phenomenon his companion Luke referred to by
the same name when writing Acts.

Paul speculates that a person might be given the
superlative gift of speaking a language used by
angels (1 Cor. 13:1). But, in context, it is not
clear that Paul thinks it a real possibility. He



posits it as the greatest imaginable kind of
tongues, parallel to knowing all mysteries and
knowledge (the greatest imaginable extent of
prophecy, 13:2a), having faith that can move
mountains (the greatest imaginable gift of faith,
13:2b), and giving away all one’s possessions
and delivering one’s body to be burned (the
greatest imaginable expression of selflessness,
13:3). Paul isn’t saying that speaking in angelic
languages occurs (or even that angels have
languages). He is using Middle Eastern
hyperbole to say, “Even if | could speak in the
tongues of angels, that would not profit me if |
did not have love.”

He portrays speaking in languages of angels as
something that would be extreme and rare, if it
occurs at all. That means tongues normally will
be ordinary human languages. They certainly
would not be unique, divinely-invented
languages for the believer and God alone—
something that would be even more special
than angelic languages.

5 SAINTLY MARRIAGE TIPS

Bl. Charles, besides being the last Emperor of
Austria (and ruler of the Austro-Hungarian
Empire) and a leader who worked tirelessly for
peace during World War |, was a family man and
a loyal husband to his wife, Zita. They were
married for 11 years before his early death in
1922, and raised 8 children.

Being the head of an empire at war certainly has
its many difficulties, but in the midst of it all
Charles never forgot the importance of his
marriage. In fact, his marriage to Zita provided
his children and subjects a model to strive after
and imitate.

Here are five marriage tips based on the life of
Bl. Charles of Austria and Servant of God Zita
that can inspire us and help married couples live
up to their vows “until death do us part.”

1) Remember the primary goal of marriage is to
get your spouse to heaven.

The day before their royal wedding, Charles said
to Zita, “Now let’s help each other get into
heaven.” It is easy to forget that marriage,
above all things, is a sacrament. This means that
God grants married couples special graces to
fulfill their state in life, aimed at the ultimate
destination of heaven. God desires our
happiness and we can achieve that happiness by
recognizing the role we have in helping our
spouse lead a holy life. This is certainly not easy,
but with God all things are possible.

2) Entrust your marriage to God and to the
Blessed Mother.

Charles and Zita knew that if they wanted to
“help each other get to heaven,” they needed
all the help they could get. Besides getting
married in a Catholic ceremony, the couple had
a special engraving on the inside of their
wedding rings. The inscription read in Latin “Sub
tuum praesidium confugimus, sancta Dei
Genitrix” (“We fly to Thy protection, O Holy
Mother of God”). It is an ancient prayer that
expressed their desire to place their marriage
under the watchful care of the Blessed Virgin
Mary.

Additionally, before going on a honeymoon the
royal couple made a pilgrimage to the Marian
shrine of Mariazell, dedicated to Our Lady
Magna Mater Austriae (Great Mother of
Austria). Marriage can often be very difficult
and so couples should not be afraid to ask God
and his Mother for help.

3) After the wedding day, it is no longer “me,
but “we.”

”

Often there is the temptation in marriage to live
separate lives where the husband has “his job”
and the wife has “her job.” Decisions are made
separately and spouses don’t “meddle” in each
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other’s affairs. Charles and Zita, on the contrary,
viewed themselves more of a team. Zita was
very interested in the occupation of her
husband and was not afraid to give her
thoughts. She would often travel with Charles
when on political trips in addition to taking an
active role in the social concerns of the empire.
Besides working together as a royal couple,
Charles and Zita actively taught their children
the truths of the faith. It was not simply “Zita’s
job” to teach the children how to pray, but
Charles alsoinstilled in his children a love of God
and personally taught them their prayers. They
took seriously the biblical ideal of “becoming
one flesh” in all things.

4) Continually fan the flame of love.

Being an emperor during World War | meant
Charles had to travel and make vital military
decisions. This pained Charles as he had to be
away from his wife and family. Charles decided
to install a telephone line from his military
headquarters to the imperial palace for the
purpose of calling Zita multiple times a day. He
would call the palace simply to talk with Zita as
well as see how the children were doing. Charles
understood that even with his many
responsibilities, his marriage and family needed
top priority. He knew that a marriage would fail
if it was not nurtured with opportunities to keep
the flame of love alive.

5) Love each other with an everlasting love that
endures through any trial.

Newly married couples are often surprised at
how quickly the initial excitement of love wears
off and find themselves not “feeling” the same
love they had for their spouse. This lack of a
“feeling” can discourage a couple, especially
when in the midst of a trial. Charles and Zita,
however, did not stop loving each other even
when difficulties arose. After facing the
humiliation of being exiled from their own

country, Charles and Zita clung to each other
stronger than ever. Soon after they faced an
even bigger test of their love when Charles
contracted pneumonia and was quickly on his
death bed.

Charles’ last words to his wife were, “I love you
endlessly.” Zita, for the next 67 years, wore
black clothes to signify her mourning. She never
stopped loving him until her own death, when
she was reunited with him in heaven. Their love
was more than a “feeling,” but a choice to love
each other “until death do us part” and beyond
